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Entry Details & Rules

e Open to all riders. No Stallions.

e Entry fee - $10 per test (please pay with entry).

Please pay via electronic banking — Westpac account: 03 0883 0193271 00 please enter your
name in reference field or alternatively pay into this account at any Westpac bank, providing
your name with payment.

e Riders must be available to help write, score or manage the arena or provide a helper to do this.

e Entries are limited to 2 horses per rider and 2 tests per horse.

e Entries will be accepted until the Monday prior to competition.

e Entries must be submitted on the attached form by email or post and will only be accepted with full
payment.

e You will be notified by email if you have a competition place or are on the reserve list. If you are on
the reserve list we will notify you (by cellphone) up to the day before the competition as soon as a
place is available. If you are on the reserve list and we cannot provide a place then a full refund will
be given.

e There will be no refund for scratchings received after the Monday prior to competition. A refund for
scratchings will be given for scratchings received before the Monday prior to competition with a
medical or vet certificate.

e Rider times will be posted on our Facebook Page on the Thursday before the competition. Late
entries will be accepted dependent on numbers.

e ESNZ Dressage approved Tack to be used (http://www.nzequestrian.org.nz).

e Safety approved Helmets and regulation Footwear to be worn.

e No plaiting or jackets required, pony club uniform or tidy attire.

e Riders will be allowed a 20 min warm up in the indoor arena before their test. The outdoor arena
will also be available to use.

Details of the jobs required:

Writing — writing down the judges comments, a great way to learn about dressage!

Scoring — adding up the scores on the test sheets and calculating a percentage.

Arena Control — ensuring the correct riders are in the indoor warm up area, notifying riders that they
are next to come through.
